HOW WE ARE DOING


In Resolution 15-2007 (October), we adopted the 2007-2008 Directors’ Mission Statement to further and promote the general welfare of property owners in the subdivision. To accomplish this mission, our goals were:


1)	To work toward uniform and consistent enforcement of the existing CC&Rs, and


2)	To change auditors, attorneys, materials suppliers, and other service providers, and


3)	To focus on other improvements that we think are in the best interests of all the community, such as crime control, youth and senior programs, and group spirit, and


To generally work toward improving the reputation, amenities, and appearance, of the properties within the subdivision in order to preserve their value. 


What we have accomplished:


Built cash balances from $2400 to $206K at 5/1/08 (includes $147,000 in reserves).


Set up a friendly, more efficient office operation.


Engaged a new lawyer specializing in homeowner associations (HOA’s).


Engaged a new auditor specializing in HOA’s.


Obtained better liability insurance with better rates.


Are negotiating a substantial increase on our contract with the US Postal Service—the first in 13 years.


Are interviewing outside management firms to get more efficient management of our financial condition.


Are still in the process of developing clear, legal guidelines and policies for our committees to use in their work of assisting and advising the Board.

We have to be responsible for the financial condition of our Association. This Association will be facing hard times just like the rest of the nation. We have created a budget for 2010 that I believe takes in the economic climate. I do believe with this mailing the 2010 budget will be in your package.


As winter approaches our utility crew has been out clearing the runoff ditches and, the common area culverts. As property owners you are responsible to keep your culvert open and clean, not the Association. However, our crew has tried to open clogged culverts when time is available. If you purchase a culvert (8, 10, and 12 inch culverts by 20 feet) our Utility Crew will install it for you at no labor cost. We do recommend at least a 10 inch culvert on all properties. I just put in a 12 inch culvert on my driveway. The culverts we have been getting now are less than half the price they were, so I encourage everyone to take advantage of the free labor.


Lately we have had a lot of complaints about the number of animals being on a person's property. I suggest everyone work with their neighbors to accomplish their needs. We do not like inviting the Tehama County Enforcement Officers out here. So let's work together.


As all of you know the speed limits have gone up on the ranch. The County came out here and did a road survey which is required by law every five years. Because, we want law enforcement to be able to ticket speeders, the Board of Directors had no choice but to accept their suggestions. We did take the lowest speed suggested.


I would like to encourage all of you to come to the open board meetings. I am sure that one of the other directors has asked you to volunteer for our committees. We need your help, so if you're willing to donate your time come in and volunteer. Right now we are trying to get people for Architectural Committee and Covenants Committee. We have established an Airport Committee and Program/Membership Committee.
